Now we’re stepping up to the plate with a program that will make it easier, more economical and more informative for you to do just that.  

In the week of January 11 – 17, nurseries and garden centers in Aransas and San Patricio Counties are joining us in distributing soil test packets, which you can use to collect soil samples from your property and return to our offices by January 17.  Texas A&M University is cooperating by reducing the cost of the tests for participants in this campaign.

On February 12, you will receive your test results at a free seminar led by Dr. Tony Provin, Associate Professor and Director of Soil, Water, and Forage Testing Laboratory, at Texas A&M University. He will explain the report and what to do about the results.

So - It will be easier to pick up the test packets. It will be less expensive to have the samples tested. And, you will be offered free information about the report and your test results. Win, win, win!

On February 12, at 6:00 PM, come to the old Rockport Elementary School, 619 N. Live Oak, Rockport, where you will receive your soil test reports and enjoy learning more about soil and the meaning of your test results, from Dr. Tony Provin. 

You can have more than one test. Depending on what you are planning to plant – vegetables or flowers or palms, say – you will want to know what the soil is in each separate planned area. So don’t hold back. Take full advantage of this “offer you can’t refuse”.
