Tree Team Duties

General Duties:

Make on-site visits to properties that have tree problems that cannot be brought to the Extension Office

Regular Monthly Duties:

The Tree team meets at the Extension Office at 9:00 or 10:00am depending on the number of sites to visit.  Regular visits are the third Wednesday of each month.  Most visits are finished by noon. 

· The Answer Desk originates the request for a Tree Team visit when the client has a problem with a tree that cannot be solved with a partial specimen.  A Horticulture Question Form is filled out.  

· On the Friday before the third Wednesday, a designated individual calls the people requesting visits and arranges for them to be available Wednesday morning.  He or she prepares an agenda, maps if needed to the properties and any additional details. 

· The team meets at the Extension Office on the morning of the third Wednesday and proceeds from there. 

· Each situation is assessed and discussed with the property owner. Notes are taken. 

· After the visit a letter is written and usually some literature is mailed to the property owner further describing the situation.  

· The Horticulture Question Form is completed and filed in the “Horticulture Questions Answered” folder. 

Additional Comments: 

This is a fun job.  You get to meet people on their turf, see their yards and sometimes houses.  You have the whole problem in front of you instead of just a leaf or twig. 

There is a one-day tree conference in Nueces County every other year usually in Feb/Mar to become familiar with tree problems.
