Now that the Tour of Homes is over, another event is coming up _________, 2007 when a self-guided tour of local “Hidden Gardens” will be held.  Ticket holders will have access to fabulous gardens that can’t be seen from the street.  The tour starts at Green Acres, (Mimosa and Pearl Streets), where $10 tickets can be purchased from one of the sponsoring Aransas/San Patricio Country Master gardeners.  Tickets will also be available at the Library in Aransas Pass from _____to_____ the morning of ______.

The showplaces are all different this year, so those who enjoyed last year’s Hidden Garden Tour can see new areas now.  Besides Green Acres, nine other gardens including one commercial site can be viewed from 9 a.m. till 3 p.m. that Saturday.
